· Trips bring history alive.

· Provide an opportunity for quiet students to shine.
· Opens up new vistas on city.

· You see it, you live it, opens up whole worlds of art and history that motivates. 

· Experiencing history/environment expands the imagination.

· Sometimes students engage more with a new adult sharing his/her expertise.

· Nothing does this job better than allowing a child to be surrounded by actual artifacts and exhibits, the more interactive the better. 
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Disadvantages of Museum Visits & Field Trips
· Museum educators sometimes are not exactly in touch with the kids.
· With 120+ kids and 30 as a limit, it kills a week of instruction.

· Lack of chaperones.

· Painful to get busses/approval from higher ups.

· Kids see it as a “day off” and not as a learning day.

· Lack of funds from school/kids.

· Ask for a date in October, get a date in April.

· Transportation restrictions (time!!!).
